A stock solution may be made by dissolving the sekikaic acid in the 
solvent of choice, which should be purged with an inert gas. Sekikaic acid is soluble in ethanol, methanol, 
and DMSO.

Sekikaic acid is a phenolic lichen metabolite that has been found in H. obscurata and has diverse biological 
activities.1-3 It scavenges superoxide and DPPH (Item No. 14805) radicals in cell-free assays when used at 
a concentration of 0.5 µM.1 Sekikaic acid is active against the rg recombinant strain of respiratory syncytial 
virus (RSV; IC50 = 5.69 µg/ml).2 It inhibits the protein-protein interaction between mixed lineage leukemia 1 
(MLL1) and the GACKIX domain of CREB-binding protein (CBP; IC50 = 34 µM).3 
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
