Phallacidin is supplied as a crystalline solid. A stock solution may be made by dissolving the phallacidin  
in the solvent of choice, which should be purged with an inert gas. Phallacidin is soluble in organic 
solvents such as methanol, DMSO, and dimethyl formamide. Phallacidin is also soluble in water. We do not 
recommend storing the aqueous solution for more than one day.

Phallacidin is a natural mycotoxin first isolated from the death cap mushroom, A. phalloides. It binds 
filamentous actin (F-actin) like phalloidin (Item No. 18039), but contains a carboxyl group for coupling 
reactions.1,2
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
