Aureothricin is supplied as a powder. A stock solution may be made by dissolving the aureothricin in the 
solvent of choice, which should be purged with an inert gas. Aureothricin is soluble in organic solvents such 
as DMSO and dimethyl formamide. Aureothricin is slightly soluble in methanol and ethanol.

Aureothricin is a dithiolopyrrolone antibiotic first isolated from Streptomyces sp. that exhibits  
broad-spectrum antimicrobial activity against many Gram-positive and Gram-negative bacteria, as well as 
strains of M. tuberculosis.1 It is also reported to inhibit tumor angiogenesis, blocking activity of the vitronectin 
receptor integrin αvβ3 with an IC50 value of 1.1 µM.2
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
