Benzoylhypaconine is supplied as a solid. A stock solution may be made by dissolving the  
benzoylhypaconine in the solvent of choice, which should be purged with an inert gas. Benzoylhypaconine 
is soluble in organic solvents such as ethanol, DMSO, and dimethyl formamide. The solubility of 
benzoylhypaconine  in these solvents is approximately 30 mg/ml.

Benzoylhypaconine is a monoester diterpene alkaloid and hydrolyzed product of hypaconitine  
(Item No. 29656) that has been found in Aconitum and has anti-inflammatory activity.1-3 It inhibits COX-2 
activity in a cell-free assay (IC50 = 20.5 µM).2 Benzoylhypaconine (200 mg/kg) reduces histamine-induced 
vascular permeability in rats.3
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
